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- ABOUT NATHAN AWEAU -

Nathan Kawai Aweau was born in Honolulu, Hawaii to Lemuel and Anna Aweau. While growing up he was surrounded by music and a large extended family or Ohana. Grandma Grace, mom, and dad all play the piano. Grandfather had been a musician. Dad is a fellow musician who plays a variety of instruments and is a scholar of music. At an early age Nathan was exposed to many different styles of music. He took piano lessons when he was young and was taught to play the ukulele and guitar by his dad. During his teen years Nathan expanded his talents by playing the saxophone and bass guitar. He performed in school ensembles such as the Farrington High School Wind Symphony, Jazz Ensemble, and Instrument Ensemble. His college years were spent studying the saxophone, double bass, and voice. He played the bass guitar and saxophone in the Leeward Community College and The University of Hawaii Jazz Ensemble, and was even a percussionist in the Wind Symphony. All of these experiences helped to develop his versatility.

In 1982 Nathan began his professional career accompanying local performers such as Gabe Baltazar, Henry Kapono, Loyal Garner, and Nohelani Cypriano. He was a member of the Hoku award winning group "KA'EO" from 1984 thru 1988, has been a member of the "ALI'IS" from 1989 thru 1994, and has done various seminars with musicians such as Jerry Brown (drummer for Lionel Richie and Stanley Clarke), Greg Bisonette and Ron Lee (drummer for Barry Manilow). For fifteen years, Nathan was musical director for legendary Hawaiian icon Don Ho.

Along with being a stage musician, Nathan has branched off into a variety of music related endeavors. He's worked in the recording studio - producing, arranging, singing, playing instruments - on projects which include commercials for Windward Mall, Meadow Gold, and Ward Warehouse Shopping Center and studio work for various recording artists like "Pound for Pound" and "Mana". Nathan has also mastered the art of computer music sequencing using MIDI interface and synthesizer which has brought him to another level in his music career.

Nathan has also taught music at several Hawaii public schools, college level seminars, and alternative learning centers on Oahu from 1988 thru 1996. One special project involved a music learning project with Campbell High School in which he wrote and recorded two singles sung by both he and the students.
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
